Florida at the Miami Beach Resort and Spa from June 24 through 26, 2007. The eighteen-story hotel sits directly be-
tween the Atlantic Ocean and the Intracoastal Waterway. The art deco style of the hotel was a reminder of the jet -set
glamour of Old Miami including a time when Sinatra, Gleason, and Greta Garbo frequented the resort. We had million-
dollar views of the beachfront and ocean.

SUNDAY, JUNE 24, 2007

Members and their families were treated to an evening reception overlooking the azure waters of the Atlantic
ocean. There we caught our first glimpse of Brian Blasko, motivational speaker. Brian gave us an animated pep talk and
then insisted that we each speak to someone in the room that we did not already know, but the catch was we could not
use speech. We were to use charades to silently tell another colleague some detail about ourselves. Oh, that was awk-
ward, but soon we were able to improvise with some gesturing, flapping, pointing, and laughing. This was only a pre-
view of what Brian had in store for us in the days that followed.

MONDAY, JUNE 25, 2007
Realizing Our Untapped Potentials

About 65 of us assembled in the Grande Promenade room where each day a delicious and generous continental
breakfast was served. First on the program was again, Brian Blasko! Brian is a nationally known speaker, teacher, and
trainer. He is the author of Cruisin’ Through Life at 35 MPH Brian spoke for an hour and a half without notes about his
six strategies to keep your internal engine running smoothly including knowing your speed limits, speed bumps and pot-
holes, reading the road signs, pit stops and oil changes, headlights and interior lights, and road maps and destinations
all the while using props. We never knew what he would pull out from under the hood next, so to speak. At one point
he even had us chanting in rounds.

Brian encouraged us with his unique sense of humor to set the pace, stop procrastinating, think positive, take
the driver's seat now and know your speed limits. To quote a few of his admonishments, "Attitudes are contagious. Is
yours worth catching?" "Who sets the pace in my work and life? Do | or does someone else?" If you want to read more,
check out his website at www.BrianBlasko.com or obtain his book. His portion of the convention alone was worth the
trip to Miami Beach. What a way to start off! But wait, there was more.

Healthy Hearing

Gail B. Brenner, Au.D. next spoke to us about our exquisite, complicated auricular system. As Court Reporters
and Transcribers, our hearing is critical to performing our job and making an accurate record. Dr. Brenner told us that
noise-induced hearing loss often begins gradually and is not noticed until it is too late. The high frequency hearing abil-
ity fails first. A person would start to miss the higher frequency consonants versus the vowels which are lower fre-
guency. Thus, a Court Reporter may start to have trouble hearing and discerning "s, f, th" first. We were relieved to
know that it is simple to prevent hearing loss from noise. If you would like to check out the decibel levels of sounds
from everyday life, go to www.dangerousdecibels.org. Doctor Brenner advised us to turn it down, walk away or wear
ear protection. There are a variety of high tech hearing protection devices now, and not just the old orange foam ear-
plugs either.

Lunch and Learn

We made a quick move to the Regency Ballroom where Craig Casey from FTR was ready for us. Imagine having
a refreshing lunch while learning about the latest digital recording equipment. Craig Casey demonstrated FTR's brand
new Reporter Deck 2 as well as FTR Gold recording systems. Both systems record multichannel audio and allow the

Gaining Experience in Microsoft Word

Healthy Habits

Jorge P. Santos, RPTA and CWT gave us biology, anatomy and nutrition lessons. He also addressed carpal tun
nel syndrome, spine and neck issues which are especially of concern to Court Reporters and Transcribers. "Ninety per-
cent of our physical health results from what we put in our mouths," he said. Mr. Santos also demonstrated inexpensive
and very portable ways to get a good workout such as using exercise bands.

Business dressing makes you appear reserved, proper, respectable and internationally
appropriate. He advised us to choose quality clothing over quantity.

Lunch and Learn B Leveraging Technology for Growth & Profit

VIQ Solutions presented another fast-paced learning session while we listened and munched lunch. Sean
Prouse, IT Director of International Reporting, made the presentation. His company from Ontario, Canada specializes in
streamlining online multimedia capturing and daily copy transcription solutions for the court reporting industry.

Microsoft Word Lab

Karon Etienne was back on deck with an abundance of tips and instructions for working with Microsoft Word
styles and using the program with ease. Karon is definitely a master when it comes to Microsoft Word applications.

AudioScribe/Speech Recognition

Even though it was late in the day and the deep blue waters of the Atlantic beckoned us outside, Jennifer S.
Smith, CVR gave a dazzling display of where speech recognition technology stands. Jennifer is a certified voicewrite
practicing in Columbia, South Carolina. Using Audio/Scribe, a laptop, and her stenomask, she gave us a demonstration
of realtime dictation as well as multivoice realtime Vvoi

Developments Abroad: International Issues in E -Reporting

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Neil C. Griffin and Paul Royer from Australia, and Andrew R. Brown from Hong Kong brought us up to date as to
the status of E-reporting internationally. At the present time, digital recording systems are installed or in the process of
being installed in approximately 30 countries. The installs are mainly a replacement of analog systems. In many coun-
tries reporter resources are very limited, and the needs of the courts are growing dramatically. Japan, for instance, has
made some legislative changes to its legal system and will implement digital recording.

We were amazed to learn that in Sri Lanka pleadings when filed are still hand-sewn into the individual case file
bundles and that there are artisans who are specially trained to do the sewing to keep the record secure. It was also
sobering to learn that Sri Lanka has a new courthouse built two years ago which is unoccupied due to the threat of ter-
rorist activity. Too soon, Messrs. Griffin, Brown and Royer's presentation came to an end. It was equally as sobering to
realize the tremendous need for trained and certified court reporters and transcribers due to the multitude of digital re-
cording systems that are and will be installed in many countries the world over.
